The Forest Edge Kart Club Ltd, will organise National B Kart race meetings on 4th & 5th  June at the 

Forest Edge Circuit, Barton Stacey

2.
The events will be held under the general regulations of the Motor Sports Association Ltd.  (Incorporating provisions of the international sporting code of the FIA).  The Forest Edge Kart Club Ltd. Championship regulations.

3.
The MSA permit number: - T.B.C.
4.
Drivers must hold a valid and current MSA competition licence, which must be produced at signing on.

There will be two heats & a final on Saturday afternoon, and three heats & the second final on Sunday

Attendance at Drivers Briefing is mandatory for all competitors & their parent/guardian/guarantor if the driver is under 18


First Race will be directly after compulsory practice has finished.


There will be heats and final races of the following duration: -


(a) Juniors and seniors
Heats 8 laps
Finals 12 laps


(b) Cadets

Heats 7 laps
Finals 10 laps (All at the Clerk of the Course’s discretion)

Grid positions in the heats will be predetermined in such a way that each competitor will get an equal share of front, middle, and back positions.  The starting order for a driver’s first heat will be determined by draw.  Novice drivers will be placed at the rear of the grid for all the heats.

Trophies will be awarded as follows: 1 per 5 entries, to a maximum of 6 trophies per class.

8.
The track measures approx. 11metres, has 10 corners and is 7 metres wide.

9a.
The entry list opens on the issue of these regulations and closes finally on the Saturday one week prior to the meeting at 6.00pm.  Any entries received after this may be charged an additional £15.00 fee.

9b.
Any entry not accompanied by the correct entry fee laid down by the regulations including any late entry surcharge may be null and void.  (MSA rule H30 to H31)
Late entries arriving without the surcharged fee may not be processed and should the driver attend the meeting, he/she will be deemed to be a late entry on the day & will start at the back of the grid for all 3 heats

10.
A stamped addressed envelope or email address must be sent with your entry if confirmation is required.  
11.
The maximum entry for a meeting is 250 drivers, the minimum is 50.  The maximum number of drivers for each race is 28.  If an entry of less than 10 is obtained the organisers reserve the right to amalgamate or cancel classes as appropriate.

Silencers and additional silencers must be fitted to all Karts.  Any competitor losing any silencing equipment during a race will be immediately excluded. MSA Competitors year book |rule U16.15 to U16.15.7  
13a.
Fuel must be as per MSA Blue Book U 16.17 to 16.19.3
14.
Provisional results will be posted at the Signing On hut as soon as possible after each race.

15.
Each competitor must take part in a least one-practice session of 3 laps.

16.
All Karts must carry 4 numberplates at all times, one front, one rear and one on either side of the Kart.

17.
Classes will be MSA Blue Book   ABkC and NKRA short circuit classes, including, 125Max and  ‘177’ Rules as per 125Max except minimum weight of 177kg’s with driver on completion of any part of the event. Heavy’s to be distinguished by a white line 2.5cm width at the base of the number plates.

18. Tyres to be as per MSA Kart Race Handbook and NKRA regulations, Competitors will be permitted one set of tyres for Saturday and one set for Sunday (if required), these will be marked by the Scrutineer and checked after heats and finals.  A change of tyre is permitted if the Clerk of the Course declares an open/wet meeting. A damaged tyre must be presented to the Scrutineer, for his authorisation for a replacement to be marked and used by the competitor.
19. For Junior Max & Mini Max Mojo D1 marked CIK-H yellow bar code.125& 177 Rotax the tyre choice will be Mojo D2  CIK-M ‘Yellow’ and Wet Mojo W2 ‘CIK’. 
20. This meeting (Sunday only) will be a round of the FEKC Ltd Championship as promulgated at race control.

21.
The following officials will be designated “judges of fact”


(1) Chief Time keeper/lap scorer, (2) Chief noise Marshall, (3) Chief Scrutineer. (4) Starter.
22.
Postponement - In the event of postponement entry fees will be carried forward to the rescheduled meeting.


Cancellation - In the case of cancellation the entry fees will be returned

Abandonment - If the meeting is abandoned prior to the first race 50% of the entry fee will be returned.  For abandonment at any later stage there will be no return of entry fees.  


In the case of abandonment results will be as follows:


If abandonment is prior to all the heats being completed there will be no final result


If abandonment is after completion of the heats the results will be on the points obtained

Points will be awarded in the heats to determine grid positions in the finals.  The results in the ‘A’ Final will be the final position for the event. 

GRID POINTS: 1st = 60, Points, 2nd= 55 Points, 3rd = 52, Points, 


4th = 50 points, 5th = 48 points 6th =47 Points and so on to the last driver to cross the finishing line.

B’FINAL: 1st to 4th = 0 points, 5th = 24 points, 6th = 23 points and so on to the last driver to cross the finishing line.

‘
A’FINAL: 1st = 60 points, 2nd = 55 points, 3rd = 52 points, 4th = 50 points, 5th = 48 points 6th = 47 Points and so on to the last placed driver.  
All non-finishers will be given a finishing position according to the number of laps completed. This applies to all Heats and Final 
If a driver is excluded from the final or meeting he/she may not use that round as a drop round in the club championship.
Any driver given ’Black Flag’ ‘Excluded’ from a heat or final will not be awarded any points from that race from which they have been Excluded/Black Flagged.

Add the points from the 3 Heats together to make final grid, If there is a tie go back to the first heat to see who came first in the results.

Southern Championship points are the final result of BOTH DAYS added together to calculate the final positions. In the Event of a tie the position in Saturdays Final will decide.

Any protest must be lodged in accordance with section (C5.1 to 5.4.1) of the MSA Year Book 2011.

25.
 Rotax clutches: Are Dry Centrifugal Clutch with no lubricant or foreign substances in the clutch drum 


Over lubricating the clutch bearing or chain may cause the clutch to non conform?
26.
Drivers who fail to take their correct positions on the dummy grid when instructed must start at the rear of the last row of the grid.  Grids close at the Start (i.e. the 1st green light) of the preceding race; anyone arriving after this must start at the back of the grid.

27.
Pit spaces - Members who have paid a pit space fee for the year are entitled to have the use of their reserved space on official race days and practice days.

28.
NO PETS ALLOWED.  The Riding of bikes, Scooters, skateboards, etc is prohibited.

29. Entries may be in certain circumstances carried forward if the Competition Secretary is informed 72 hours in advance of the meeting

30. Failure to comply with these regulations and MSA regulations may lead to exclusion from the race meeting and future race meetings at FEKC.

31. An Entrant/Competitor is responsible for his/her team members.  Misconduct by any of the “Team” may lead to exclusion from the meeting and Licence Endorsements.  All drivers and mechanics must sign on 

32. Fire extinguishers are to be carried by each competitor in their pit area and are to have competitors name printed on extinguisher in permanent marking and are to be type BSEN3 size 55B or greater.

33. The display of the 5-place penalty board with number will indicate that the driver WILL be subject to an enquiry at the end of the race and the penalty COULD be imposed.

34. In the event of a red flag all drivers are to make their way slowly to the PITS unless instructed otherwise by an official of the meeting.

35. In the event of a red flag the following race will go out and the flagged race will go out at the end of that race.

36. Quiet hours are from 11.00pm. - 7.30a.m.

37. Bus Stop - If a driver uses the escape route instead of taking the correct line, they MUST exit behind the Kart that they were following into Bus stop.  If the driver exits Bus Stop alongside or in front a 5-place penalty may be imposed, any driver using the bus stop to gain an advantage of time a 5-place penalty may be imposed. 

38. Parc Ferme – ONLY the driver and his/her mechanic/parent are allowed in Parc Ferme.  Unauthorised persons in Parc Ferme may result in the Driver associated with them being excluded from the race.  Drivers/mechanics/parent/guardian are only allowed to leave Parc Ferme when instructed to do so by the Scrutineers.
