THE ABkC/NKF 125 ICC UK and FORMULA 250.

1.  The Forest Edge Kart Club Ltd will organise National A Kart Race meetings 5th/6th  May 2012 at the Forest Edge Circuit, Barton Stacey, Hants.

2. The meeting will be held in accordance with the General regulations of the Motor Sports Association Ltd.  (Incorporating provisions of the international sporting code of the FIA). 

The MSA permit number: - TBC
The event is open to registered rivers in the ABkC/NKF Championship. All drivers will require a National A Licence and run under a National A permit. All competitors must produce a current MSA Competition licence and a valid club membership card.

3. Regulation will be to 2012 Kart Race Handbook and any specific ABkC/NKF regulations

4. The programme of the meeting will be: -

9.30am

Attendance at Drivers Briefing is mandatory for all competitors; parent/guardian MUST also attend if the driver is under 18.

First Race will be after practice has finished.

There will be 3 heats and final race as follows: -Seniors Heat 8 laps    Final 12 laps (All at the Clerk of the Course’s discretion)

5. Grid positions in the heats will be predetermined in such a way that each competitor will get a fair share of front, middle, and back positions.  

6. Trophies will be awarded as follows: 1 per 5 entries, to a maximum of 6 trophies per class. 

7. Drivers who fail to take their correct positions on the dummy grid when instructed will start at the rear of the grid. Grids close at the start of the preceding race. 

8. The track measures approx. 1100 metres, has 10 corners and is 7 metres wide. The C of C may at his discretion direct that rolling laps prior to the start may be over a shortened lap, where by competitors will be directed to turn right at the bus stop proceeding directly on to the start/ finish straight. (Known as the cut through). On the start being given this access will be blocked and must not be used during the race under any circumstances. 

The entry fee will be £90.00. (For the weekend)

9. Entries may be refused if they are incomplete, unpaid or otherwise in accordance with the Regulation A40. to A48 in the MSA Competitors Yearbook 2012.

10. All results will be published as soon as possible after each race, on the window of Signing On Office.

11. Transponder timing system will be used for this meeting as per Championship regulations.

12. All competitors will be required to complete a scrutineering card-stating engine and chassis number. It is the sole responsibility of the competitor to complete this card correctly.

13. Tyres and fuel regulation will be as Championship regulations.

14. The Secretary of this meeting is: - Mrs Carole Parsons One Preston Farm Cottage. Tarrant Rushton, Blandford Dorset DT11 9JQ.

15. The maximum number of drivers for each race is 30 for gearbox.

16. Each competitor must take part in a least one-practice session of 3 laps.

17. All Karts must carry 4 numeric numberplates at all times, one front, one rear and one on either side of the Kart.

18. Any protest must be lodged in accordance with section(C(d)) 45 to 82 of the MSA Competitors Year Book 2012.

19. Pit spaces -Members who have paid a pit space fee are entitled to have the use of their reserved space on official race days & practice days.

20. An Entrant/Competitor is responsible for his/her team members.  Misconduct by any of the   “Team” may lead to exclusion from the meeting and Licence Endorsements.  

21. Fire extinguishers are to be carried by each competitor and are to have competitors name and Number printed on the Extinguisher in permanent marking and must be of the correct type and size. (Kite Marked BSEN3, Type B, Size 55 or greater) – greater preferred 

22. Bus Stop - If a driver uses the escape route instead of taking the correct line, they MUST exit behind the Kart that they were following into Bus stop. If the driver exits Bus Stop alongside or in front a 1-lap penalty will be imposed.

23. Parc Ferme – ONLY the driver and his/her mechanic/parent are allowed in Parc Ferme
24. The Gearbox sub-group reviewed a track and noise test observed by Graham Smith to endorse a new 450cc 4-stroke gearbox class, and this was accepted. The noise limit on the class was set at 103dBA, 2dB less than the MSA limit, which the test kart had achieved. Clubs could race them together with 250 National karts, or indeed with any gearbox class, but the class would be for separate trophies and points unless the club made it clear in its SR’s that it would be combined with 250 National. Clubs wishing to hold races with the new 4-stroke class must make reference in their SR’s and seek MSA approval, as is the case for any class not in the Gold Book. The karts use standard unmodified Motocross engines. The slick tyres for the ICC UJ (KZ2 UK) class are changing on 1st April 2012 to Dunlop DEM. Until then the slicks will be DCH fronts and DDH rears.
